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THAI NGUYEN UNIVERSITY CELEBRATED ITS 20 YEARS OF ESTABLISHMENT AND 

RECEIVED THE SECOND CLASS LABOR MEDAL 

In the morning of April 4, 2014, Thai Nguyen University solemnly celebrated the 

Celebration of 20 years since the Government promulgated Decree of Thai Nguyen 

University’s Establishment (04/4/1994 – 04/4/2014). The celebration was highlighted 

by the awarding of the Second Class Labor Medal which was presented by  Mr. Nguyen 

Xuan Phuc, Politburo Commissioner, Deputy Prime Minister. The Commissioner gladly 

bestowed the honorable plaque of recognition for Thai Nguyen University.  

Prof. Dr. Dang Kim Vui reported the 20 years Thai Nguyen University’s 

achievements of construction and development. He showed the outstanding 

development of Thai Nguyen University on the following aspects: expansion of the 

organizational structure, personnel, training, scientific research and international 

cooperation. 

So far, the organizational structure of the University was fundamentally shaped in a 

multidisciplinary and multi-level university model based on the research direction with 

04 main blocks including advising,  training,  research,  and for service and training – 

research support. 

 

Music performance of TNU lecturers and students to welcome the special ceremony 

In 1994, the enrollment of the University reached only to 2,245 students, however, 

until 2013 that number reached 20,032 people (increasing 8.92 times). In particular, 
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postgraduate enrollment reached 1,836 people. Training scale also increased 

continuously over the years. Until now, the University has a total population of 90,404 

students, including Master and doctoral students, in which the scale of postgraduate 

training includes 4,014 enrollees. 

In the past 20 years, the University has trained and provided the whole country 

with 109,500 officers with qualifications of college, university and postgraduate, 

including nearly 6,000 staffs with qualifications of master and doctoral degrees, 

hundreds of oncologist at level I and level II, resident doctors, thousands of staffs with 

intermediate level and professional workers; which has provided the locals, offices, 

enterprises with high-quality human resource and has played an important role in the  

socio-economic development of the region and the country. 

A number of alumni of the University have made considerable progress and become 

the senior officials of the Party and State. According to statistics, of all the officers 

trained by TNU, 11 people have held high position as Commissioners of the Vietnamese 

Communist Party Central Executive Committee, 20 people have held position as 

Secretaries of the Provincial Party, Chairmen of Provincial Committee, Ministers, dozens 

of people have held positions as Deputy Minister, Vice Chairman of Province, hundreds 

of people has been chairman, Vice Chairmen of districts, many were Chairmen of the 

Board of Directors of corporations, companies and large enterprises, etc.

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SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH AT TNU IN THE LAST 20 YEARS 

Since its establishment, TNU has implemented 13,739 subjects and scientific 

projects at all levels, including 09 State level research projects, 8 Protocol research 

projects, 26 basic research projects, 1,450 Ministry-level subjects and scientific 

projects, 12,246 scientific projects at grassroots and student level, 5,009 scientific 

articles were published at domestic and international journals, science-technology 

books, including 733 international scientific journals. The university implemented 

more than 100 programs and collaborative scientific research and technology transfer 

projects with 13/16 provinces of the Northern mountainous region and 17 enterprises 

with total expenditure of more than 1,500 billion VND.  

TNU signs MOUs with partners in science and technology research and application 

The scientific themes, technology transfer programs, production models were 

applied effectively in production and life, actively served the socio-economic  

development of the localities, contributed to poverty reduction and effectively served 

educational tasks, such as: model of sustainable cultivation on sloping land (SALT) 

which was deployed on  thousands of hectares in Cao Bang, Bac Kan, Thai Nguyen, 

Tuyen Quang, Yen Bai provinces; model of replacing poppy plant by medicinal plants 

for helping removing farming habits of ethnic minorities and develop socio-economic 

situation, poverty reduction at highland districts of Ha Giang, Cao Bang, Son La, Lao Cai 
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provinces, etc.; “System of improving rice cultivation”(SRI) model applied on 400,000 

hectares of rice in 08 provinces of the Northern midland and mountainous region with 

the participation of over 1 million farmers and was awarded ”Golden Rice” award by 

the State;  transfer of iron smelting line by arc furnace (without using coke) for Thai 

Nguyen Iron and Steel Joint Stock Corporation; System regulator speed for rewind 

machine at  Bai Bang paper mill; System of automatic mine selection for Khanh Hoa coal 

mine (directly under Vietnam National Coal – Mineral Industries Holding Corporation); 

Manufacturing and supplying equipment of the tablet pressing for pharmaceutical 

companies Central 1, Central 2, Central 3 and many pharmaceutical companies all over 

Vietnam; Research on manufacturing flat knife for serving paper industry and wooden 

processing of wood enterprises at  Phu Tho, Hai Duong, Hoa Binh, Nghe An, Quang 

Ninh, Hai Phong and Ha Noi from 1997 to now; system of Electrostatic 

precipitator system for cement and metallurgy plant, portal on scientific and 

technological information for Thai Nguyen and Bac Giang province, program of 

reproductive health care for women of ethnic minorities in the Northern mountainous 

area.  

Some scientific and technological activities at Thai Nguyen University 

Over 20 years, scientific and technological activities of Thai Nguyen University 

have achieved considerable progress, contributing to improve quality of staff training, 

promote  economy, education, culture and social development in the region and the 

whole country. Many groups and individuals have been conferred awards on science 

and technology. Typically, 01 female lecturer of Thai Nguyen University received 

Kovalevskaia award (2012). Annually, 20-30 subjects were awarded ”Young Scientific 

talent of Vietnam”. Additionally, Thai Nguyen University has been awarded 3 times by 

the Ministry of Education and Training for the achievements in scientific and 

technological activities.

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INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE ON “SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT  
AND ETHNIC MINORITY POVERTY REDUCTION” 

 
On June 11-13, Thai Nguyen University in partnership with the World Bank 

successfully organized the international conference on “Sustainable Development and 

Ethnic Minority Poverty Reduction” at Learning Resource Center - Thai Nguyen 

University, Vietnam. 

The purpose of the conference was to bring together representatives from 

government, academia, civil society, and the development partners to reflect on and 

discuss issues on sustainable development and ethnic minority poverty reduction in the 

mountainous regions, focusing on both the Vietnamese experience and international 

experience in promoting rural development among remote and dispersed rural 

mountainous communities.  

The first day of the conference was scheduled for a site visit of poverty reduction 

models at La Hien Commune, Vo Nhai district. In the afternoon of the same day, the 

participants visited Tan Cuong Green Tea Village, Tan Cuong District. 

On the second day, the conference proper was held and commenced with the 

welcome speeches of Victoria Kwakwa -  World Bank Country Director, Mr. Son Phuoc 

Hoan - Vice Chairman of Committee for Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA), Mr. Dang Viet 

Thuan - Vice Chairman of Thai Nguyen Provincial People’s Committee, and Assoc. Prof. 

Dang Van Minh - TNU Vice President that extremely inspired and motivated the 

participants. 

The conference’s plenary session 

During the conference, the plenary discussants focused their speeches on 

development policies, review and guiding principle in poverty reduction for minorities 

in the coming years, livelihood development for poverty reduction and made it clear 

that the business of sustainable development is one we must do and do well for the 

advantage of the ethnic minorities and our future generations who are 

disproportionately affected by poverty.  Mr. Ngo Truong Thi, Director General of 

National Office for Poverty Reduction, MOLISA presented a “Review of Poverty 
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Reduction for Ethnic Minorities and Policies in Poverty Reduction for Ethnic Minorities 

in the Coming Years”, followed by the presentation of Mr. Vo Van Bay, Director of 

Program 135 of the Committee for Ethnic Minorities Affairs (CEMA) on “Policies for 

Ethnic Minorities  in Poverty Reduction and Socio-Economic Development in 

Mountainous Regions: Achievements of 2005-2013 Period and Vision to 2020”. 

After the tea break, the paper on “Project Planning and Institutionalization of 

Economic Development Policies” of the Ministry of Planning and Investment (MPI) was 

presented by Mr. Tran Ngoc Hung, Acting Director of MPI –Department of Local and 

Territorial Economy, followed by the paper presentation of the Ministry of Agriculture 

Research and Development (MARD) on the topic “Livelihood Development for Poverty 

Reduction for Ethnic Minorities in Mountainous Areas”. Aside from these plenary paper 

presentations which were delivered during the second and third days, there were eight 

(8) more interesting topics imparted by PRPP/MOLISA, BARD from Bangladesh, Global 

Heritage Fund in Peru, Manipur Central University-India, the World Bank, CARITAS, and 

CARE International in Vietnam on the following topics, respectively: “Donor Perspective 

on Poverty Reduction for Ethnic Minorities”, “Conservation Strategies and Approaches 

for Sustainable Development and Poverty  Alleviation in the Mountainous Areas of 

Nepal”, “Poverty alleviation and Rural Development Policies for Highlanders in the 

Central Andean Region of South America”, Ethnic Minorities in Vietnam and North East 

India”, “Building on Solid Foundations: Development Project for Indigenous and Afro-

Ecuadorian Peoples”, “Critical Issues in Achieving Sustainable Development of Ethnic 

Minorities in Vietnam”, and “Gender-based Violence: Issue on Sustainable Development 

and Ethnic Minority Poverty Reduction”. 

   The plenary discussions were complemented by the remarkable views of the 

parallel discussants, and worthy ideas of the poster presenters from the northern, 

central and southern Vietnam and from more than 15 countries and international 

organizations. The parallel discussants have addressed a range of sustainable 

development and ethnic minority poverty reduction issues and challenges,   focused on 

the impact of market linkages, natural resource management, climate change, health 

and education, cultural diversity, and poverty analysis and evaluation. Accordingly, the 

conference was structured in such a way as to come up with strong development of 

policy and project level recommendations. 

  At the closing ceremony, Ms. Jennifer Sara, Sector Manager of the Sustainable 

Development Department - the World Bank in Vietnam, expressed her deepest 

appreciation to the conference organizers headed by Thai Nguyen University and the 

World Bank for a very successful completion of the conference. Likewise, she thanked 

all paper presenters for sharing their thinking and views that led to the winning 

realization of the conference.

Addition to the current 

implementing activities, the two sides 

agreed to have lectureship agreement, by 

sending German professors to TNU for 

teaching and researching. Also, a DAAD 

corner was supposed to be set up within 

TNU campus to bring Germany and 

German education closer to students and 

lecturers of the university.  

Also at the visit, the delegation 

organize seminar for introducing DAAD 

scholarship to TNU lecturers and 

students.
